Council minutes from
April 27th, 2010

Members in Attendance: Betty Hembrook, Van Johnson,
Kurt Kaempfer, Gloria Brinkmeier, Jennine Sonntag, Jill
Underberg, Donna Winiarski, Lou Graef, Sandy Sannes
and Pastor Michael Fazio.

Also present for the beginning of the council meeting were
the confirmation students: Jeff Johnson, Cody Suchla, Ky-
lie Just and Georgi Llanas. Pastor began with a review of
their confirmation experience and council members asked
them questions.

New Member Election: Motion to elect Kurt Kaempfer as
a member of the council made and passes.

Secretary’s Report: Minutes from 3/23/10 were approved
with changes.

President’s Report: Our Multi-Peril Insurance Policy has
been renewed and received.

Treasurer’s Report and Finance Committee — Donna
Winiarski and Van Johnson: References for Nolan Ac-

counting have been checked and we feel comfortable with
having them work with us. We would like them to begin
by July 1, 2010. We recently became aware that a member
of WPLC, Michele Paneitz, works for an accounting firm in
Genesee. They would be willing to submit an estimate to
do accounting work for us. There was a discussion and it
was decided that, because we have been exploring Nolan
Accounting since February, we are too far along in the
process to start up new discussion with another firm as this
is time-sensitive. Brent Rice will no longer be handling
any accounting as of December 31, 2010 and we need some
period of overlap. However, we will keep this other firm in
mind in the event that we are not pleased with Nolan.

The scope of Nolan’s services will be as follows: twice per
month payroll, pay stubs and government reporting ($36.50
each payroll cycle), financial accounting and reporting
($225/month), preparation of W-2s ($21 + $4 delivery
charge), and monthly reporting to the church council.
Nolan will not be doing expense reimbursement or paying
utilities. We need to work with Nolan on developing an
expense report form for us to use for expense reimburse-
ment.

Motion made and carried to proceed to convert payroll and
accounting functions to Nolan Accounting with the goal of
having them start by July 1, 2010.

Pastor’s Report: Holy Week was very successful with
over 600 people worshipping at WPLC over all the ser-
vices. Pastor Fazio submitted a breakdown of all pastoral
acts between 3/23/10 — 4/27/10 including: Led worship and
preached 15 services (including Lent, Holy Week and
Easter Services); 9 hospital visits; 9 pastoral counseling ap-

pointments; 3 home visitations; 25 home/hospital com-
munions; 34 pastoral phone calls; led Thursday evening
Bible study; one healing service; pre-Baptism meeting
with Andy and Nicki Braun; funeral planning with Graf-
wallner family; Jim Grafwallner funeral — April 25; fu-
neral planning with Wamser family.

Other church business that Pastor was involved with this
month includes: meetings of Friends Group, Worship and
Music Committee and Finance Committee; First Com-
munion service on Maundy Thursday — April 26; and
Confirmation.

Other business: Attended Cluster III Pastor’s Pericope
Studies, Tuesdays at Noon; continue process of changing
financing accounting practices at WPLC.

Upcoming: ongoing fund raising for parking lot; CPE
program to conclude at the end of April; Bless the Years
Sunday/Luther Manor Auxiliary on May 2; Book Group
on hiatus until fall; Church Clean-up Day, May 8; Confir-
mation Sunday, May 16; Choir Music Sunday, May 23;
Blessing of Bikes, June 6; WPLC group to attend Milwau-
kee Public Museum’s Dead Sea Scroll exhibit; Great Mil-
waukee Synod Assembly, June 3-5 (WPLC reps Jerry and
Anne Magyera).

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Christian Education — Jennine Sonntag

Discussion of alternative Vacation Bible School -- a single
afternoon/evening session with dinner, lessons for chil-
dren and adults, craft project and games. We will not be
partnering with Emmanuel as we have in the past. We
would like to see how this type of event goes over with
our own congregation. We also need to start recruiting
some new teachers for Sunday School, as we will be los-
ing a few who will be attending college.

Endowment — Betty Hembrook

The Endowment Committee will be awarding 7 scholar-
ships to graduating seniors who are members of WPLC.
Each scholarship is $750; total being awarded=$5,250.
The Endowment Committee has given a check to WPLC
for $5,000 to the mortgage fund and will be giving an-
other $5,000 gift to the mortgage fund in mid-2010.

Fellowship
The church was beautifully decorated for Easter. This

was due to the many memorial contributions from church
members and the set-up by additional members. The
Whitnall Friendship Circle held its annual rummage and
bake sale on April 23-24. It was a record-breaking suc-
cess. It is estimated that the proceeds were over $5,000.
Thanks to all who contributed goods and time to this im-
portant fund-raising effort. Pat Suderland and Sharon
Hause are working on plans for additional interesting and
fun fundraising events to benefit the parking lot fund.
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Health and Wellness — Jill Underberg

Bless the Years Sunday will be May 2. The committee
will give flowers to all in attendance who are 80 years old
and over. The Luther Manor Auxiliary drive will be held
on the same date. The Blood Drive will be on July 20
from 2:00 -7:00 p.m. The committee will be starting a
new project — delivering birthday cakes to every shut-in.
The committee obtained additional information from Life-
line Screening. Lifeline is looking for a date later this
year to hold medical screening tests at WPLC with equip-
ment that they will bring in. Our members would receive
a $10 discount on the screenings. The cost to the general
public will be $149. It will be held on a weekday so it
will not interfere with worship services.

Worship and Music

Music Sunday will be on May 23. June 6 will be Bless
the Bikes. There needs to be a change in the start time of
second service to 10:15 am to allow the parking lot to
clear. More people are staying between services to visit
(which is great!) but creates congestion in the parking lot
for people coming to second service. We will start this
new time the first Sunday in August and evaluate how it
works. Motion made and carried to change the start time
of second service to 10:15 a.m.

There is an issue with scheduled acolytes not showing up.
However, the acolyte schedule is not consistent with what
is printed in the Leaf. Worship and Music will be taking
the schedule over to ensure that there is consistency.

Property — Van Johnson

Costs for a new parking lot are higher than the original
estimated $34,000. This was an estimate for the “old”
portion of the parking lot only and a stone base was not
included in the estimate. We now have three bids for be-
tween $47,000 and $51,000. Core sampling of the park-
ing lot has revealed that the “old” portion of the parking
lot has areas where there is no stone base at all and the
“new” area has less than 8 inches of stone base. A parish-
ioner has generously offered to loan $30,000, interest-free,
to WPLC for three years. While we have been very suc-
cessful so far in raising money (we currently have ap-
proximately $29,000), it is likely that we will need to bor-
row at least a portion of this amount. We will then have
to continue our fundraising efforts after the parking lot is
complete so that we can pay back the money. We are
hopeful that we could pay it back within one year. There
was a lot of discussion about going back to the three con-
tractors that we received bids for (Suburban, Merit and
Poblocki) to ensure that we are “comparing apples to ap-
ples.” They have not all submitted bids for the same
amount of base thickness, for example. There was also a
lot of discussion about what constituted a sufficient gravel
base and asphalt topcoat. While we want to achieve a
parking lot that meets our needs and has a long life, we do

not want to overbuy either. Further fund raising ideas
were discussed. The idea of selling squares or portions of
a parking space are things that were considered.

Motion made and carried to authorize up to $50,000 ex-
penditure to replace the parking lot and to proceed with all
due haste to complete the parking lot. As a general rule,
fundraisers should be approved by the council. This is to
prevent multiple committees from scheduling competing
fundraisers. We should make sure that the procedure is
followed in the future.

Social Ministry — Gloria Brinkmeier

There was no Social Ministry Committee Coffee Hour this
month because of the Easter breakfast on the first Sunday.
Six bags of non-perishable food items were collected dur-
ing April and will be delivered to Hope House on Mon-
day, May 3. Announcements for Hope House have been
in the weekly bulletin inserts. Two dollars was collected
on Sunday, April 25 for the Produce Table. An announce-
ment for the Produce Table was in the May Leaf and one
has been submitted for the June Leaf. Seeds have been
planted and are up. Over 100 bags for the school kits
have already been made. Boxes are being collected to
ship the school kits in. Dorcas has made many quilts al-
ready. The posters highlighting LWR’s work and
WPLC’s involvement in quilts and school kits over the
years have been made and will be put up when the three
easels are free.

Old Business

The Semi-Annual Congregational Meeting is tentatively
set for September 26. The on-going “envelope project”
has been successful in that there are only 10 boxes of
2010 envelopes that have not been claimed. Pastor will
send a letter to those people telling them that their enve-
lopes are available at the church. If we hear nothing at all,
then we will remove them from our membership rolls.
The council terms of Betty, Gloria and Jill will expire in
2010. We have been operating outside of our Constitution
because we have been electing council reps to start in late
fall instead of July 1 as our Constitution requires. We
need to change our Constitution and our By-Laws to in-
corporate our actual practice. We started having our semi-
annual meetings in the fall rather than in June because it is
difficult to achieve a quorum of members in the summer
months.

New Business

Staff evaluations are to be completed by July 15. Council
representatives to committees will evaluate the staff per-
sons involved in their particular committees.

Effective as of today, Donna is off of the Endowment
Committee and Kurt Kaempfer was elected by the council
to serve on this committee.

Lutheran World Relief School Kits

It is hard to imagine that school supplies will be going
on sale later in the month. But school starts much earlier in the
other parts of the country than Wisconsin.

Please help to fill school bags for eager, but impover-
ished, school children in the United States and around the
world. Try to take advantage of “back to school sales” because
only one child is helped by a 79 cents ruler while four children
can be helped if the same amount is spent on rulers on sale at 19
cents. You have the option of filling a complete bag with the
eight items needed, buying an item or two in bulk, or donating
money. Money would allow the Social Ministry Committee to
purchase items that are needed to fill out complete kits.

The eight items needed for each bag are as follows:

e Three 70-page spiral notebooks, for a total of 210
pages for each school kit.

e  One pink pencil eraser about two and one half inches
long.

e  One BLUNT TIP scissors with metal blades.

e  One pencil sharpener. (Needed only for complete kits
as there are 400 on hand.)

e  One ruler with 12 inches on the top and 30 cm (The
rulers must have the 30 cm.) on the bottom of the front
side. Flat wood rulers are easiest to pack.

e  One box of 24 crayons.

e Six new unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers.

e 12 sheets of construction paper.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Well, summer is rolling right along and we’re entering into July with a new park-
ing lot, new members in our church and a hopeful anticipation as to what God is
going to keep doing in the midst of Whitnall Park Lutheran. One of the sayings
that I heard uttered quite a bit in Seminary, which I found both comforting and
slightly annoying, was, “It’s a good time to be the Church!”” Amen...but when
was it a bad time to be the church?!?! Regardless, it is a good time to be the
Church, especially at this time and in this place.
